A. BOOKING CONDITIONS

1. A deposit and completed booking form should
be sent to any of our representatives (back
cover) or your agent. Balance is due 60 days
before departure. If the balance is not paid by
the due date, we will regard the booking as
cancelled. If cancellation is made more than 60
days prior to departure the original deposit will
be forfeited If cancellation, which must be in
writing, is received after that time, the following
scale of cancellation charges of the entire trip
cost apply.
